SCRIPTURE REFLECTION:

UNIVERSAL PRAYER: (General Intercessions)

Each prayer has two parts. After the reader says, “For this we pray:” respond, “Christ Crucified,
Jesus Hear our Prayer.” At the second part, respond, “Amen.”

Veneration of the Cross

Presider: The cross is held up in our midst in three places. We will be invited to come forward

as we express our reverence with a kiss, a bow, a gentle touch, or a genuflection. For those on
Zoom, if you have a cross handy, use it as we mediate and venerate the cross.

Presider: With our eyes fixed on Jesus, whose blood was shed by intolerance, anger, and fear,
let us seek pardon and peace from God as we pray:

Introduction to Holy Communion

Presider: Behold the Lamb of God, God'’s Suffering Servant, our Wounded Healer, who takes
away the sins of the world. How blessed we all are to be called to this table.

Response: God, | am not worthy to receive you, only say the word and we are healed.

Presider: Throughout Jesus’ ministry, he called everyone, without exception, to dine at the table
with him. He fed everyone, without exception. Christ has no body on earth now but yours. And
so, we are called to come to the table and to feed one another with the body of Christ.

We ask you to wait till everyone has received the Eucharist so that we may receive the Eucharist
together
